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Trade Show Displays








Entasi Setup: Here are some added tips that may not be with the manufacturers setup instructions.

As with all displays setup is a learning process and becomes much quicker once done 2 or 3 times. Pay close attention as to how the display parts fit into the case and how the fabric is folded as you take them out. If several different people will be using the display take photos of the packed and unpacked parts and keep with the display setup instructions. Improper packing causes most of the damage to displays. You will find a plastic tarp to lie down on the floor to assemble everything and keep it clean. There is also a pair of white gloves. This helps if you have a lot of white on your fabric image. 

1. The 2 horizontal and 2 vertical frame members are in 3 pieces and held together with an elastic cord for quick assembly. The 4 corners clamp together. 

2. The large fabric image is like a pillowcase with 2 large zippers on 2 sides. Hook the corner of the fabric over a corner of the frame and zip up the 2 opposite sides. This makes for a very tight stretch fit. Clamp on the 2 curved feet and tip the Backwall up in position.

3. Next assemble the standoff frame. It just hangs over the top of the Backwall and can be positioned anywhere along the top bar from left to right. 

4. Then assemble the shelves, monitor mounts and other accessories. These clamp onto the frame with a large Allen wrench tool.

5. The standoff graphics have Velcro hook on both vertical edges. These Velcro to the backside of the standoff frames. These graphics are high quality lambda prints and can be changed easily from show to show.

Fabric care and cleaning:  Do not dry-clean the Entasi fabric cover!  It will shrink and won't fit on the frame. Celtic cloth will sometimes spot when trying to spot clean so a full cleaning is recommended.

Full Cleaning
Machine wash fabrics in cold water.  When drying use a low heat and don¹t completely dry in a dryer.  In order to finish drying process allow to air dry.  (For structures, place fabric cover on the frame to finishing drying.)  
Heat may cause shrinkage especially on products with a fabric liner. 
A small, soft brush is good for getting rid of dust, dirt or small partials at the show. This works well for fabric popup displays also.
